The deluxe edition with the copy 
number printed on p.[79], comprises: 150 copies numbered 1 to 150 with CGM 147 numbered 1/150 to 150/150 and 
signed in pencil by the artist. The standard edition of 2500 copies is unnumbered and unsigned and was later reprinted for 
exhibitions at the Pinakothek, Munich; Marlborough Fine Art, London and the Museum of Modern Art, New York. Text 
printed at Imprimeries Réunies S.A., Lausanne. CGM 147 was printed at Atelier Lacourière et Frélaut, Paris 1970
